
  For the last three weeks or so, my òfriendsó 
out there in Internet-land have sent me an av-
erage of 80ñ100 viruses per week masquerad-
ing as e-greeting cards.  The cool thing is, they 
never arrived, so I never had the opportunity 
of falling victim to them.  In fact, they never 
even touched our mail server.  In fact, they 
never even took up any of our Internet band-
width!  Why?  Because they were blocked by 
our MooseGuardTM spam and virus filtering ser-
vice, along with several hundred spam mes-
sages.  (Iõm not exaggerating, either.  As I write 
this, Iõve had 413 spam messages blocked over 
the past 11 days.) 

  This service, powered by Postini, òscrubsó the 
email through a set of powerful filters before 
the email is allowed to flow on down to our 
email server.  Setup is a snap.  I get weekly 
email messages reminding me that I have mes-
sages in quarantine, so I can check to make 
sure that email I want to get isnõt being 
blocked, and, if necessary, add senders to my 
òsafe sendersó list.  I also get an intuitive Web 
interface that allows me, if I choose not to sim-
ply accept the defaults, to granularly control 
how aggressively I want to filter the junk mail 
in four categories:  sexually explicit messages, 
money-making offers, too-good-to-be-true of-
fers, and hate-oriented topics. 

  We can also add outbound filtering if desired, 
to enforce corporate policies.  This allows us to 
do things like: 

§ Force a standardized footer onto all out-
bound email messages. 

§ Apply rules-based content filtering that can 
scan the body, header, sender, recipient, or 
subject line of a message, and take a variety 
of actions, such as approving the message, 
bouncing it back to the sender with a con-
figurable error message, redirecting the 
message to a quarantine mailbox without 
notifying the sender, or delivering the mes-
sage while making a log entry. 

§ Screen and block attachments. 

  Weõre firm believers in a layered approach to 
network protection.  Anti-virus/anti-spyware at 
the desktop, anti-virus at the server and mail 
server level, Outlookõs built-in junk mail filters, 
the Exchange Serverõs Intelligent Message Fil-
ter, a good firewall at the network perimeterñ
all these are important components of a com-
prehensive protection scheme.  But the more 
we can screen out before it even gets to us, the 
less hard the other components have to work!

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If you want to avoid 
irrelevant results 
whenever you search on 
Google, use these tried 

and true tips: 

§ Use double 
quotations around 
phrases to get an exact match. 
For example, if you want to find 
information on employee 
communications, type in 
ñemployee communicationsò 
and Google will return only 
those web sites that contain that 

exact phrase. 

§ If you want to exclude a term 
from your search, put a minus 
sign ( - ) in front of the word. 
For instance, if you wanted to 
search on the word 
ñinspirationalò but wanted to 
exclude religious content, you 
would type in ñinspirational ï

religionò. 

§ If you want to look up web sites 
that contain two different 
phrases or words but not 
necessarily grouped together in 
a phrase, use the plus sign ( + ). 
For example, if you wanted to 

find a business that rents 
luxury cars in your city, 
you could type in 
ñyourcityò + ñluxury car 

rentalò. 

Here are some other 
cool things you can find 

with Google: 

§ Want to find out the name of the 
person who called you when 
you only have the caller ID 
number? Type in 
phonebook:xxx-xxx-xxxx (with 
the xôs being the actual number) 

and it will look that person up. 

§ If you want to know what city or 
state a person is located based 
on their area code, just type in 

the 3 digit number into Google.  

§ If you want to look up the 
definition of a word, type in 
ñdefine:somewordò with 
ñsomewordò being the word you 
want to look up. Google will 

return the definition. 

§ If you want to calculate 
something, type the formula into 

Google. Example: 6*8
