XenServer v5.0

The latest release of XenServer is truly
enterprise-ready. If you've been hold-
ing off because you didn’t think it was
ready for prime-time, you owe it to
yourself to take another look. Here are
a few highlights:
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Automated “HA” - you can now con-
figure your pool of XenServers to auto-
matically restart critical VMs if the Xen-
Server they’re running on should fail.
The restarted VMs are automatically
load-balanced across the pool, And the
system is smart enough to prevent you

Scheduled Metadata export—
Metadata is data about a Virtual Ma-
chine. And if you want to bring up a VM
on a XenServer that is not part of the
resource pool where it normally runs
(for example, a XenServer in a DR site),
you must make that Metadata available,
or the XenServer won’t recognize the
VM as “belonging” to it. Up until now,
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we’ve had to manually export the Meta-
data from time to time. We can now set
up a regular, automated schedule for
the Metadata export, export it to a LUN
on your SAN, and let the SAN replicate
the Metadata to your DR site right along
with the VMs themselves.

More Stuff—like enhancements to the
XenCenter GUI, Active/Active NIC
bonding, broader guest support, and
performance enhancements are dis-
cussed in the recorded Webinar.

XenApp v5.0

If you've been reading Moose Views
for any length of time, you know that
XenApp is the “Product Formerly
Known As Presentation Server.”
